Delegations:

1. Peter Hardcastle, Hillel Architecture Inc., spoke on behalf of the owner and
developer regarding DP1182 — 380 Cottle Drive. Mr. Hardcastle spoke
regarding the placement of the residences, sight lines for existing neighbours,
ensuring large environmental areas are left protected and untouched and the
material used will compliment the natural areas surrounding the residences.

It was moved and seconded that Council issue Development Permit No. 1182 at 380
Cottle Place with the following variances:

. increase the maximum allowable building height from 7m up to 9.5m, as outlined in
the development permit; and,
. increase the maximum allowable perimeter wall height from 7.32m to 8.96m, as

outlined in the terms of the development permit.

(© Development Permit Application No. DP1128 — 576 and 580 Rosehill Street

Introduced by Dale Lindsay, General Manager, Development Services.
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It was moved and seconded that Council issue Development Permit No. DP1128 at

576 and 580 Rosehill Street with the following variances to:

reduce the front yard setback from 6.0m to 4.58m;

increase the lot coverage from 40% to 47%;

increase the building height from 14m to 14.31m;

reduce the minimum setback for a refuse receptacle adjacent to a property zoned for
residential use from 3.0m to Om; and,

reduce the required off-street parking spaces from 17 spaces to 16 spaces.
