How sea level rise increases the risk of coastal flooding

High tide level

Localized WAVE OVERTOPPING and COASTAL 
FLOODING are already occuring

Increased risk of COASTAL 
FLOODING AT HIGH TIDE 
as seas rise - especially 

during storms

In the long term, 
LOSS OF LOW-LYING 

WATERSIDE LAND

Increased risk of 
SHORELINE EROSION in 

specific locations

IMPACTS to the City’s
