Universal Road Design Elements
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Typical
Conditions

Large curb radii allow 
vehicles to turn more 
easily and at greater 
speeds

Curb ramps (if they exist) 
can be difficult to negotiate 
in a wheel chair or other 
mobility device

Pedestrians are left to step 
into the vehicle space 

Drainage low points can 
result in water collection 
and ice

Missing sidewalk 
connections force 
vulnerable users onto 
the road or uneven 
terrain
